Club Disciplinary Procedure
The Disciplinary procedure shall be conducted in line with the Guidance Notes provided to Clubs as part of the recommended Club Constitution.  The Club maintains the right to apply sanctions to any member or official whose actions are in breach of the rules of the Club or are contrary to the general well being of the Club or its membership.
Officers and Poolside Officials are empowered by the Club to act in the best interest of all members to supervise discipline during Club activities and sessions and apply summary sanctions such as temporary suspension or exclusion from any Club activity without resorting to the full procedure. 
Any substantive complaint between members or members and officials must be raised in writing and submitted to the Club Secretary who will pass it on to the Club President.

On receipt of any complaint the President in collaboration with other officers of the Club shall consider the matter with a view to resolving any issues as amicably and fairly as possible to the satisfaction of all parties.  If the issues cannot be resolved in this way the President will appoint a committee of three persons who are not related to any of the individuals involved or party to any of the issues to be resolved and not necessarily members of the Club.  The members of this committee will appoint one of its members to chair subsequent proceedings.
As quickly as possible, ideally within one week, the Disciplinary Committee will meet with the complainant in the presence of the person whose conduct is under question and fully explore the issues involved.  The person who is subject to the complaint will be given every opportunity to respond to all the allegations.  All parties are permitted to call on evidence from witnesses however the Chair of the committee has the authority to limit the numbers of witness to sensible proportions.

Having heard all the submissions the Committee will adjourn to consider its verdict.  It will report its decision to the President within three days at which time the nature of any sanctions that are to be applied will be considered.  Within one week of the conclusion of the disciplinary hearing the parties involved will be summoned to a meeting with the Club Officers and the Disciplinary Committee where the verdict and sanctions, if applicable, will be announced.

Possible sanctions are:-

· Verbal warning.

· Written warning.
· Suspension from Club activities for a prescribed period.

· Expulsion from the Club.

Members can appeal against the decision of the Club by following the procedure defined in A.S.S Judicial Law 111.4.
